These are seen as an important part of the curriculum and are very much 
aligned with the values and vision. People use these competencies to live, learn, 
work and contribute as active members of their communities. More complex than 
skills, the competencies draw also on knowledge, attitudes, and values in ways 
that lead to action. They are not separate or stand-alone. They are key to 
learning in every learning area. The competencies continue to develop over time, 
shaped by interactions with people, places, ideas, and things. Students need to 
be challenged and supported to develop them in contexts that are increasingly 
wide-ranging and complex.  These competencies are an important part of the curriculum and I will cover 
them separately in next term’s newsletters. 
We say farewell to our student teacher, Miss Ross, who has been in Room 7 for several weeks during  
the term. We hope she has enjoyed her time with us and wish her well in her future studies. 
Finally I want to wish you all a good break, I am hoping that this holiday will help a number of children 
rest and recover from their bugs and coughs.  We will be starting back on Monday 20th of July.
