�  Message from our Principal  –

The best way for parents to reach their children is through the school 
office telephone.  Cell phones are expensive and like toys they can be a 
distraction at school, cause relationship problems or go missing or break.  
Teachers will remove toys and cell phones from children and return them at a later 
time.
