150th Anniversary of St Pius X 's ordination to the priesthood.
St. Pius X was born Giuseppe Melchiorre Sarto on June 2, 1835 in the little
Italian town of Riese, in the province of Treviso near Venice.
On September 18, 1858, Father Sarto was ordained at the cathedral in
Castelfranco.

Pope Pius X shone by his great simplicity and affability, as well as by his
approachability—but also by the firmness of his fatherly hand. Poor in earthly
goods but rich in faith and the Catholic virtues, he seemed to have been born
to hold the rudder of the Church. He was to the highest degree a "Pope of the
Eucharist” because, Pius XIlI said, he "gave Jesus to the children and the
children to Jesus."
The current mayor of Riese Pio X is visiting many of the St Pius X parishes in
Australasia in commemoration of the 150th Anniversary. He will be at our St Pius X Church this
Saturday, 25 October at 11.00am. You are all warmly invited to come along and meet him.
